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The undersigned by these Articles associate themselves
for the purpose of forming a corporation not for profit under
Chapter 617, Florida Statutes, and certify as follows:

ARTICLE 1

Mame and Definitions

The name of the corporation shall be WESTON LANE CONDOMINIUM
ASSOCIATION, INC.. For convenience the corporation shall be
referred to in this instrument as the Association, these Articles
of Incorporation as Articles, and the Bylaws of the Association
as Bylaws. '

ARTICLE 2

Pur pose

The purpose for which the Association is organized is to
provide an entity pursuant to Chapter 718, Florida Statutes for
thz operation of WESTON LANE CONDOMINIUMS a Condominium on real
pcoperty situate in Orange County, Florida, to be more particu-
larly described in the Declaration of Condominium (the Declaration).

ARTICLE 3
Powers

The powers of the Association shall include and shall be
governed by the following provisions:

: 3.1 General. The Association shall have all of the common-
law and statutory powers of a corporation not for profit under the
Laws of Florida that are not inconsistent with Chapter 718, Florida
Statutes (the Condominium Act).

3.2 Enumeration. The Association shall have all of the
powers and duties set forth in Chapter 718, Florida Statutes (the
Condominium Act) and if not inconsistent with said Condominium Act,
shall have all of the powers and duties reasonably necessary to
operate the Condominium pursuant to these Articles of Incorporation,
the Bylaws, the Declaration, and as ttey may be amended from time to
time, including but not limited to the following:

3 (a) To make and collect assessments against members
as unit owners to defray the costs, expenses and losses of the
Condominium.

(b) To use the proceeds of assessments and charges
in the exercise of its powers and duties.

(c) To buy or lease both real and personal property
for Condominium use, and to sell or otherwise dispose of property
so acquired.

(d) To maintain, repair, replace and operate the -

Condominium property and property acquired or leased by the Associ-
ation for use by unit owners.
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(e) To purchase insurance upon the condominium property
and insurance for the protection of the Association and its members
as unit owners.

(f) To reconstruct and repair improvements after gl
casualty and to construct additional improvements of the condominium
property.

(g) To make and amend reasonable regulati?ns respegting
the use and appearance of the property in the Condominium; provided,
however, that all those regulations and amendments thereto shall be
approved by not less than 51% of the votes of the entire membership
of the Association before they shall become effective.

(h) To approve or disapprove the leasing, transfer,
mortgaging, ownership and possession of condomihium units as may
be provided by the Declaration of Condominium and the Bylaws.

. (i) To enforce by legal means the provisions of the
Condominium Act (Chapter 718, Florida Statutes), the Declaration,
these Articles, the Bylaws of the Association and the Regulations
for the use of the property in the Condominium. '

(j) To operate and manage the Condominium within the
purpose and intent of the Declaration and the Condominium Act and
to contract for the management of the Condominium. The Association
shall, however, retain at all times the powers and duties granted
.2 by the Condominium Act.

(k) To contract for the management or operation of
portions of the common elements susceptible to separate management
or operation, and to grant leases of those portions for this purpo
subject to the provisions of the Condominium Act.

(1) To employ personnel to perform the services regquired
for a proper operation of the Condominium and to purchase or lease
a2 unit in the Condominium from its owner in order to provide living
guarters for a manager of the Condominium.

3.3 Purchase of units. Except as provided in the Declara-
tion, the Association shall not have the power to purchase a condo-
minium unit of the Condominium except at sales in foreclosure of
liens for assessments for common expenses, at which sales the Associ-
ation shall bid no more than the amount secured by its lien. This
provision shall not be changed without approval of 75% of the entire
membership of the Association.

3.4 Condominium property. All funds and the titles of
all properties acquired by the Association and their proceeds shall
be held in trust for the members in accordance with the provisions
of the Declaration of Condominium, these Articles of Incorporation
and the Bylaws.

3.5 Distribution of income. The Association shall make
no distribution of income to its members, directors or officers.

3.6 Limitation. The powers of the Association shall be
subject to and shall be exercised in accordance with the provisions
of the Declaration of Condominium and the Bylaws.

ARTICLE 4

Members

4.1 Membership. The members of the Association shall




consist of all of the record owners of units in the Condominium,
and after termination of the Condominium shall consist of those
who are members at the time of the termination and their successors
and assigns.

4.2 Evidence. Change of membership in the Association shall
be established by (a) recording in the public records of Orange
County, Florida, a deed or other instrument establishing a public
record of the transfer of the title of a unit, and (b) delivery to t
Association of a certified copy of the recorded instruments. The
owner receiving title of the unit by those instruments will be a
member of the Association and the membership of the prior owner will
be terminated. In the case of a unit which is owned by more than one
person, all owners of the unit shall hold the membership jointly,
which membership shall be considered as one membership.

4.3 Assignment. The share of a member in the funds and
assets of the Association cannot be assigned, hypothecated or trans-
ferred in any manner except as an appurtenance to the unit for whlch
that share is held.

4.4 Voting. A member of the Association shall be entitled
to one vote for each unit owned by the member. The exact number
of votes to be cast by owners of a unit and the manner of exercising
voting rights shall be determined by the Bylaws of the Association.

ARTICLE 5
Directors

5.1 Number and qualification. The affairs of the Associa-
tion shall be managed by a board consisting of the number of
directors determined by the Bylaws, but not less than three directors,
and in the absence of that determination shall consist of three
directors. Directors need not be members of the Association. i

5.2 Duties and powers. All of the duties and powers of
the Association existing under the Condominium Act, Declaration of
Condominium, these Articles and the Bylaws shall be exercised ex-
clusively by the board of directors, its agents, contractors or
employees, subject only to approval by unit owners when that is

specifically required.

5.3 Election; removal. Directors of the Association shall
be elected at the annual meeting of the memberz in the manner deter-
mined by the Bylaws. Directors may be removed and vacancies on the
board of directors shall be filled in the manner provided by the Bylaws:

5.4 Term of first directors.

(a) The directors named in these Articles shall serve
until their successors are elected by the members other than the
developer; and any vacancies in their number occurring before the time
for the election of their successors hy the members other than the
developer shall be filled by the remaining first directors, or if there

are none, then by the developer.

(b) Except as provided in subparagraph (c) below, the
first election of directors by members of the Association other than
the developer of the Condominium shall not be held until after the
earliest of the following events:

(i) Three years after 50 percent of the units that
will be operated ultimately by the Association have been conveyed
to purchasers;
