p B Identity. These are the Bylaws of WESTON LANE CONDO-

MINIUM ASSOCIATION, INC., hereinafter called the Association, a
corporation not for profit under the laws of the State of Florida.
The Articles of Incorporation of the Association were filed in the
office of the Secretary of State of Florida on November 12 :

1980 . The Association has been organized for the purpose of
administering a condominium pursuant to Chapter 718, Florida Statutes
(the Condominium Act), which condominium is identified as WESTON LANE
CONDOMINIUM, which is located on real property situate in Orange
County, Florida, more particularly described in the Declaration of
Condominium.

1.1. The office of the Association shall be at 1528 Vassar
Street, Orlando, Florida 32804.

"1.2. The fiscal year of the Association shall be the year
e :ding December 3lst.

1.3 The seal of the Association shall bear the name of the
corporation, the word "Florida," the words "Corporation not for
profit"” and the year of incorporation, an impression of which is
as follows:

2. Members

2.1. Roster of members. The Association shall maintain
a roster of the names and mailing addresses of unit owners, which
shall constitute a roster of members. The roster shall be main-
tained from evidence of ownership furnished to the Association fror
time to time to substantiate the holding of a membership and from
changes of mailing addresses furnished from time to time. Each
member shall furnish to the Association a copy of the record evi-
dence of the owner's title substantiating the owner's membership
in the manner required by the Articles of Incorporation..

2.2. Annual meeting. The annual members' meeting shall
be held on the lst Tuesday after the lst Sunday of November of eac
year at such time and place in Orange County, Florida as a majorii
of the board of directors shall determine. The purpose of the mes
ing shall be to elect directors and to transact any other busines
authorized to be transacted by the members; provided that if the
date for the first annual meeting of members subsequent to relin-

guishment of control by the developer of the condominium is less
than six months after the first election of directors by the memk

ship of the Association, this annual meeting shall not be held, &
the directors first elected by the membership of the Association
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serve until the date for the next following annual meeting.

2.3. Special Members' meetings shall be held at such places
as provided for annual meetings whenever called by the President or
by a majority of the board of directors, and must be called by those
officers upon receipt of a written request from a majority of the
members of the Association. The business conducted at a special

meeting shall be limited to that stated in the notice of the meeting.

S Notice of meeting of members stating the time and
place and the objects for which the meeting is called shall be given
by the party or parties authorized by these Bylaws calling the meet-
ing. A copy of the notice shall be posted at a conspicuous place
at the Condominium and a copy shall be delivered or mailed to each
member entitled to attend the meeting except members who waive the
notice in writing. The delivery or mailing shall be to the address
of the member as it appears on the roster of members. The posting,
delivery or mailing of the notice shall be effected not less than
14 days nor more than 40 days prior to the date of the meeting.
Proof of posting, delivery or mailing of the notice shall be given by
the affidavit of the person serving the notice, except in the case of
the annual meeting, where the post office certificate of mailing shall
be retained as proof of notice. Notice of a meeting may be waived
before or after the meeting. Members may waive notice of meetings by
written instrument and members may take action by written agreement
without meetings.

2:5: A orum at members' meetings shall consist of persons
entitled to cast a majority of the votes of the entire membership.
The acts approved by a majority of the votes cast at a meeting at
which a guorum is present shall constitute the acts of the members,
except when approval by a greater number of members is required by
the Declaration of Condominium, the Articles of Incorporation, these
Bylaws or the Condominium Act.

2.6. Voting.

a. In any meeting of members the owners of units
shall be entitled to cast one vote for each condominium unit owned.

b. If a unit is owned by one person, the owner's
right to vote shall be established by the roster of members. If a
unit is owned by more than one person, the person entitled to cast
the vote for the unit shall be designated by a certificate signed
by all of the record owners of the unit according to the roster of
unit owners and filed with the Secretary of the Association; pro-
vided, however, that if a unit is owned by husband and wife, such
certificate shall not be required. If title to a unit is held by
a life tenant with others owning the remainder interest, the life
tenant shall be the person entitled to vote. If a unit is owned
by a corporation, the person entitled to cast the wvote for the unit
shall be designated by a certificate signed by the president or
vice president of the corporation and filed with the Secretary of
the Association. Those certificates shall be valid until revoked
or until superseded by a subsequent certificate or until a change in
the ownership of the unit concerned. A certificate designating the
person entitled to cast the vote for a unit may be revoked by any
owner of a share in the unit. 1If a certificate designating the
person entitled to cast the vote for a unit is not on file, the vote
of the owners shall not be considered in determining whether a
gquorum is present nor for any other purpose.

il o Proxies. Votes may be cast in person or by proxy. A

proxy may be maﬁe‘Ey any person entitled to vote and shall be valid
only for the meeting and matters designated in the proxy. The proxy
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directors by members, vacancies in the board of directors occurring
between annual meetings of members shall be filled by the remaining
directors.

e. Subject to the provisions of Section 718.301 of
the Condominium Act, any director may be removed with or without
cause by concurrence of a majority of the votes of the entire member-
ship at a special meeting of the members called for that purpose
or by agreement in writing of such majority. The vacancy in the
board of directors so created shall be filled by the members of the
Association at the same meeting. A special meeting of the unit
owners to recall a member or members of the board of directors may
be called by 10 percent of the unit owners giving notice of the meet-
ing as regquired for a meeting of unit owners, and the notice shall
state the purpose of the meeting.

f. Provided, however, that until a majority of the
directors are elected by the members other than the developer of
the Condominium, neither the first directors of the Association nor
any directors replacing them nor any directors named by the developer
shall be subject to removal by members other than the developer. The
first directors and directors replacing them may be removed by the
developer.

'g. The first directors named in the Articles shall
serve until their successors are elected by the members other than
v1¢ developer; and any vacancies in their number occurring before the
time for the election of their successors by the members other than
the developer shall be filled by the remaining first directors, or if
there are none, then by the developer.

h. Except as provided in subparagraph (j) below, the
first election of directors by members of the Association other than
the developer of the Condominium shall not be held until after the
earliest of the following events:

(i) Three years after 50 percent of the units
that will be operated ultimately by the Association have been con-
veyed to purchasers;

(ii) Three months after 90 percent of the units
that will be operated ultimately by the Association have been conveyed
to purchasers;

(iii) When &ll the units that will be operated ulti-
mately by the Association have been completed, some of them have been
conveyed to purchasers, and none of the others are being offered for
sale by the developer in the ordinary course of business;

(iv) When some of the units have been conveyed to
purchasers and none of the others are being constructed or offered
for sale by the developer in the ordinary course of business; or

(v) When the developer eleots to terminate its
cantrol_nver the Condominium.

i. Within 60 days after the unit owners other than
the developer are entitled to elect a member or members of the board
of directors of the Association, the Association shall call, and
give not less than 30 days' or more than 40 days' notice of, a meet-
ing of the unit owners to elect the members of the board of directors.
The meeting may be called and the notice given by any unit owner
if the Association fails to do so.

J. When unit owners other than the developer own 15
percent or more of the units in a condominium that will be operated
ultimately by the Association, the unit owners other than the




siding officer, the directors present shall designate one of their
number to preside.

3.12. The order of business at directors' meetings shall

be:

a. Calling of roll

b. Proof of due notice of meeting

c. Reading and disposal or any unapproved minutes
d. Reports of officers and committees

e. Election of officers

f. Unfinished business

g. New business

h. Adjournment

3.13. Directors' fees, if any, shall be determined by the
members.

3.14. Minutes of all meetings of the board of directors
or members shall be kept in a book available for inspection at all
reasonable times by members or their authorized representatives
and the board of directors. The Association shall retain minutes
of meetings for a period of seven years or such other period of
time as may be designated by the Condominium Act.

4. Powers and duties of the Board of Directors. All of
the powers and duties of the Association existing under the Condo-
m_nium Act, Declaration of Condominium, Articles of Incorporation
and these Bylaws shall be exercised exclusively by the board of
directors, its agents, contractors or employees, subject only to
approval by unit owners when that is specifically required. The
Association shall, however, in any event retain at all times the
powers and duties granted it by the Condominium Act.

5. Officers.

T The Executive officers of the Association shall be
a President, who shall be a director, a Vice President, who shall
be a director, a Treasurer, a Secretary and an Assistant Secretary
(if determined to be necessary by the board of directors), all of
whom shall be elected annually by the board of directors and who
may be preemptorily removed at any meeting by concurrence of a
majority of all of the directors. There may be two Vice Presidents,
and a Vice President may also be a Secretary or a Treasurer. A
person may hold more than one office except that the Presiden* may
not also be the Secretary or Assistant Secretary. The board of
directors from time to time shall elect such other officers and
designate their powers and duties as the board shall find to be re-
quired to manage the affairs of the Association.

B The President shall be the chief executive officer of
the Association. The President shall have all of the powers and
duties that are usually vested in the office of president of an
association, including but not limited to the power to apprint com-
mittees from among the members from time to time to assist in the
conduct of the affairs of the Association as he in his discretion
may determine appropriate. :

- S 0 The Vice President shall exercise the powers and per-
form the duties of the President in the absence or disability of the
President. The Vice President also shall assist the President and
exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as shall
be prescribed by the directors.

5.4. The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all proceed-
ings of the directors and the members. The Secretary shall have
custody of the seal of the Association and shall affix it to instru-
